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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The instrument, EFCTC supports the development of a Framework Directive as proposed by ECCP which covers monitoring and data reporting, containment and selective use restrictions. EFCTC opposes the amendment of the ODS Regulation 2037/2000 as it is designed to focus on the control of consumption and production of ozone depleting substances under the Montreal Protocol and not on emission reduction as mandated under the Kyoto Protocol. 

For emissions control, EFCTC would advocate a full revision of Council Decision 93/389/EEC for a solid, verifiable monitoring mechanism of Community CO2 and other greenhouse gas emissions fully compatible with the Emissions Trading Directive (COM (2001) 581). 

For Containment – Emission Prevention and Reduction issues, EFCTC believes that many of the emissions can be prevented on a sector-by-sector basis since a majority of F-gases are used in closed systems such as refrigeration and air-conditioning equipment, insulation foams and electrical equipment. Process emissions are already covered by the IPPC Directive. 

For Selective Use Restrictions, Life-cycle Assessment should be used as a tool to help to assess the environmental costs and benefits of critical applications. Use Restrictions are politically sensitive. EFCTC therefore takes the view that such restrictions, after consideration by a panel of experts and stakeholders, should be imposed by a Council Decision.
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
